	Expressions of interest are invited for the voluntary position of Vocal Director for Southern Stars 2026. 



Southern Stars is an annual arena spectacular held in the WIN Entertainment Centre, Wollongong with audiences of 12,000 each year. Open to all NSW public school students, it is a powerful, inspiring and energetic show featuring vocalists, dancers, circus performances, drama students and a mass choir to a live orchestra.

[bookmark: _jfw6kpcwt5hz]Since 2001, more than 50,000 public school students have been given the unforgettable opportunity to experience performing in the event. Southern Stars has cemented itself as a highlight in many schools’ annual calendar.

Staff involved give freely of their time in a voluntary capacity. Staff relief is paid for days when the successful candidate is required to attend rehearsals and show week. The majority of the rehearsals take place on the weekend and school holidays.  Show week would require four days commitment and school holidays and weekend rehearsals approximately 20 days. 

The event takes place in Wollongong although members of the current team reside all of NSW. Meetings currently take place online, with rehearsals based in Wollongong. 

Southern Stars 2026 will commence the creative process shortly. The successful candidate would be required to commit until August 2026. The Vocal Director may have the option to renew their position in 2027.

Role Description

Communication and Collaboration
· Ability to liaise and collaborate effectively with the Vocal Associate, Musical Director and Creative Director
· Willingness to work collaboratively with the Southern Stars Team
· Attend production and Southern Stars Performing Company meetings as required
· Strong interpersonal and organisational skills
· Ability to communicate clearly and professionally with students and team members during auditions, rehearsals and show week

Auditions and Artist Development
· Lead in consultation of appropriate chart selection, vocal allocations and sign off on final vocal decisions in association with Musical Director and Creative Director.
· Assist in planning and implementing the vocal audition process with the Vocal Associate and Creative Director
· Strong knowledge of warm-ups, vocal exercises, and technical development activities appropriate to the needs and ranges of students.
· Demonstrated leadership experience and advanced skills in ensemble direction, score reading, and sectional work
· Ability to nurture vocal talent, supporting students as developing artists and performers
· Provide constructive feedback and mentoring to support student growth and confidence
· Basic keyboard accompaniment skills

Essential Criteria
· Teaching qualifications and/or recent school or performance-based experience.
· Demonstrated understanding of large-scale productions and expertise in one or more areas of the production.
· Excellent interpersonal, communication and organisational skills.
· Demonstrated willingness to work collaboratively with the Southern Stars Team.
· Ability to work outside regular school hours and attend creative and production team meetings, auditions, weekend rehearsals, mass rehearsals and show week as required.
